Monthly Business Meeting and Newsletter

President Don Copple Sr. welcomed all those in attendance. He called the annual business meeting of the 
Southern Indiana Rifle & Pistol Club to order at 7:12 PM on April 5, 2023, at the Indian Creek Shooting Center in Georgetown, IN.

Correction to last month’s newsletter: There was an error in the previous newsletter regarding renewal dates.  This error would only impact newer members to the club.  If your current membership card does not show a 2023 gate code your membership has expired. You will need to submit your 2023 dues to Ron Bekebrede as soon as possible.

· Do not destroy club property. Any member caught intentionally shooting the metal pistol target frames or any other piece of club property will be dismissed from the club and required to pay for repair costs associated with the damage.

· When entering and leaving the Outdoor Range, lock the chain behind you.
· Wear your membership card on your clothing or equipment while at the Outdoor Range. 
· Every member is allowed to ask you for proof of membership.

MINUTES: President Don Copple Sr. asked if there were any questions or comments pertaining to the minutes of the 
March 1, 2023 meeting. There were no comments and/or revisions. President Copple declared the minutes approved as is.
TREASURER’S REPORT: There was no Treasurer’s report.

OLD BUSINESS:  Vice President Donnie Abbott reported on the outcome of a safety issue that occurred at the outdoor range last month.  The offending member received an email as well as a registered letter informing them of the board’s decision to remove the member from the club.  The member agreed to resign from the club and surrendered their membership card.  Donnie Abbott also provided an update on the development of the “rails to trails” project that will be transforming the existing rail line at the outdoor range into a multiuse bike and walking path.  It was confirmed that it would likely be two years before the section adjoining the 500-yard line of outdoor range would be completed.  The project manager for the conversion indicated that they did not anticipate any problems with the trail’s development and outdoor range, but would keep Donnie advised of any future developments as the project progresses.

NEW BUSINESS:  THE GATE COMBINATION HAS BEEN CHANGED. President Copple wants to remind members that mowing of the outdoor range will take place on Tuesday afternoons unless it is raining and then the make up day is Thursday.  Mowing and range maintenance take priority and the range will be closed to shooting while the work is taking place.  George Eberhardt relayed that targets should be taken home when finished shooting. George found remnants of a swinger stand left in the field and picked it up to dispose of it at home. If you are caught leaving trash at the range, you will be brought before the board for reprimand.  Donnie Abbott reported on a new issue at the outdoor range where a member attempted to cross the creek at too high of a level stalling his vehicle on the range side of the creek.  Two days later he attempted to retrieve the car and he chose to cross the field adjacent to the road then crossing the bridge down the road from the range access. The member will be contacted and given a chance to state their case to the board for the pending dismissal from the club. The use of the range is dependent upon the club’s good relationship with the farmers and neighboring landowners.  The club cannot allow flagrant disregard of the club’s rules regarding safety and appropriate use of the facilities.  It was also discussed that going forward new members will be required to sign an acknowledgement stating they have been presented the club rules and given an opportunity to ask questions regarding club range use.
Donnie Abbott also wanted to congratulate junior shooter Logan Hall for his invitation to shoot in the National Junior Olympic Rifle Championship in Colorado for both precision Air rifle and Smallbore rifle.  A four-person team from the junior team consisting of Logan Hall, Hunter Conrad, Ysabelle Martinez, and Megan Fondy won the American Legion Indiana state championship and have been invited to compete at Nationals this year in precision air rifle at Camp Perry.  This team is using the equipment generously provided by the club as well as individual members contributing to the program.  The club also extends its congratulations to the coaches Jamie McKown, Mike Smith, and Ted Malone.
