MINUTES: President Don Copple Sr. asked if there were any questions or comments pertaining to the minutes of the 
April, 2023 meeting.

TREASURER’S REPORT: (report delayed due to work obligations) December ending balance was $36,744.00. January paid out amount of $2,275.00 for a balance of $34,469.00.  February deposits of $18,051.00 were made with a paid out amount of $704.00 leaving a balance of $51,816.00.  March deposits were $3,830.00 with a paid out amount of $1,939.00 leaving a balance of $53,706.00 in the club operating account.

Donnie Abbott reported that the member who drove through the privately owned field on the road leading to the outdoor range has resigned his membership from the club.  Donnie wants to remind members of the club that the rules are in place to protect the club as well as the safety of the membership. The rules will be enforced. Donnie also reported that maintenance on the creek crossing was performed with some grooming of the existing rock as well the addition of another truck load of large rock.  This work should improve the access to the outdoor range for the foreseeable future. President Copple wants to remind members that mowing of the outdoor range will take place on Tuesday afternoons unless it is raining and then the make-up day is Thursday. Mowing and range maintenance take priority and the range will be closed to shooting while the work is taking place.  
NEW BUSINESS: President Copple announced that he received a statement for the club’s property taxes.  The club is a non-profit and should be exempt from the tax liability. President Copple was able to resolve the issue eliminating the tax liability for another year. 
Jamie McKown also wanted to congratulate junior shooter Logan Hall for his performance at the National Junior Olympic Rifle Championship in Colorado for both precision Air rifle and Smallbore rifle. Logan finished 10th in the 15U division and missed shooting in the finals by a couple of points. The club’s four-person team from the junior team consisting of Logan Hall, Hunter Conrad, Ysabelle Martinez, and Megan Fondy shot at the Regionals held at Camp Perry and have qualified to shoot at the Nationals at Camp Perry in July. Ysabelle Martinez placed 3rd and Logan Hall placed 4th in the 15U division.The juniors represent the club very well with their persistence and maturity while participating at shooting events. This team is using the equipment generously provided by the club as well as individual members contributing to the program. Jamie also mentioned the generous support the program receives from the Floyd Central JROTC.  They have donated used equipment for the junior program. The club extends its congratulations and thanks to the coaches Jamie McKown, Mike Smith, and Ted Malone for the continued success of the program.  These junior shooters are still early in their competition shooting careers and the club looks forward to watching their future skill development and success. 
Tom Graves also wanted to announce congratulations on the club’s performance at the CMP Eastern Games held at Camp Butner in North Carolina.
