MINUTES: President Don Copple Sr. asked if there were any questions or comments pertaining to the minutes of the 
September, 2023 meeting. There were no comments and/or revisions. President Copple declared the minutes approved as is.
TREASURER’S REPORT: The balance in the operating account at the end of July was $12,560.  The club spent $7,162 which included $3,672 for the club’s liability insurance in August leaving a balance of $5,397. September revenue was $3,466 and expenses were $1,236 leaving $7,626 as the September balance.

Vice-President Donnie Abbott commented on the recent centerfire varmint match. 
Secretary Bekebrede announced that he would like raise the annual club dues for calendar year 2024 by $10.00 for all membership levels. The dues are specified in the bylaws and said bylaws state that any changes require a 30 day notice to the membership.
