                  Monthly Business Meeting and Newsletter

MINUTES: President Don Copple Sr. asked if there were any questions or comments pertaining to the minutes of the 
October, 2023 meeting. There were no comments and/or revisions. President Copple declared the minutes approved as is.
TREASURER’S REPORT: 
The balance in the operating account at the beginning of October was $7626.00 with income of $642.00 and outgoing payments of $1,718.00 leaving a balance of $6,550.00 for the month.

The club exhibited at the National Gun Day and the RK gun shows.  President Copple stated that the exhibit table generated a large amount of interest in the club.  Geroge Eberhardt announced that 3 target stands were left on the outdoor range. While likely not intentional, all members must remove target materials from the range upon completion of their range session. NEW BUSINESS: Donnie Abbott announced that club members shooting under the team name Ky Wing shooters placed second at the F Class Nationals.  He also announced that an incident occurred requiring medical attention due to an undersized muzzle brake.  EMS was contacted and there was no record of the current street number listed for the range resulting in a delay of care. Donnie contacted the planning and zoning board to clarify the number. A new number was assigned that is 2 digits off of the house at entrance to the range.  Signage has been ordered for the street as well as new signs at the covered firing points and the pits. Donnie also thanked George Eberhardt and his volunteers for a successful season for CMP matches.  He also stated that due to the success of the matches as well as the ease provided due to the club’s electronic targets, the club will be offering 3 matches on match days so that members will have more opportunities to shoot matches. Charlie Davis inquired about the use the club owned M1 Garands to which George responded that the rifles see variable use, but have allowed many participants the opportunity to shoot in a match who didn’t own a rifle. President Copple announced that the annual club audit will be conducted after the December 6th business meeting as well as confirming the extension of the club house and indoor range lease from Indian Creek Shooting Center for another ten years. The club has held the lease for the previous twenty years.
