MINUTES: President Abbott asked if there were any questions or comments pertaining to the minutes of the
May 2025 meeting. There were no comments and/or revisions. President Abbott declared the minutes approved as is.

OLD BUSINESS:
Donnie Abbott reminds members to look both ways when crossing the bike path now that use of the path is increasing. 
A work party was held at the outdoor range on June 10th.  Thank you to Don Copple, Richard Phelps, George Eberhardt, Lenny Chopovsky and Donnie Abbott for mowing and knocking down weeds in the area behind the target boards and around the pistol range. 

A flagpole was fabricated by Tom Brinker from materials donated by Larry Klostermann to fly the “hot range” flag at the 500-yard line to alert users of the walking trail that live fire is taking place. Thank you to the following members who helped with the site prep and installation of the flagpole: Dwayne Draggoo, Tim Strader, Jerry St. John, Todd Sanders, David Harrison, George Eberhardt, Chuck Montgomery Donnie Abbott and Drew Rudd.  Tim Strader and Larry Klostermann also removed some small trees and brush at the 500-yard line to improve visibility.The red flag will be stored in a waterproof box in the pits, the combination to the box will be
the same as the gate.  Any member shooting at the 500-yard line will be asked to raise the flag while shooting at that distance and return the flag to the box once firing is completed.
A motion was made and passed regarding a proposed increase in the indoor range fee from $4.00 to $5.00. 

A motion was made and passed on payment for each match shot and each score card turned in. This will remain at $1.00. However, the $1.00 match fee also applies to any handicap match, the Ray Wright Match and Scholl Match since the club has the expense of buying an engraved nameplate and a keeper trophy for the winner at the end of the year. 

A motion was made and passed to change how range fees are charged to shooters with family membership. Any shooter with a family membership who desires to shoot with his/her spouse and any children under the age of 21 will pay one (1) range fee of $5.00 based on the approved previous motion to increase the range fee. If the household includes any children over the age of 21 (who are full club members) that are still living in the household, the shooter will pay an additional range fee of $5.00 for each such child.

The pay out for the centerfire pistol handicap match will be reduced to $1.00 considering the current number of shooters participating.

Any other revisions to pay out for the various matches offered at the indoor range are the prerogative of the executive officer. It was further clarified that any match must have at least three (3) competitors for an award to be paid out.
Don Copple inquired as to why the club purchased a post office box in Georgetown rather than have all correspondence directed to the Secretary. President Donnie Abbott pointed out that this was not the case while Don was president and why was it an issue now. Donnie continued to say that the PO Box would alleviate Wanda from the task of sorting SIR&PC mail from Indian Creek Shooting Center.  The mailbox will eliminate the burden of club correspondence falling on a single individual officer and provides continuity should an officer not be able to perform their club duties.  Member Bob Ritz spoke in favor of the decision stating that it made sense.  There was no further discussion on the topic.
