OLD BUSINESS:
Donnie Abbott reported that Jason looked into the drain line and determined that it was only clogged at the end and was opened up. The plan is to install a catch basin by the back door and connect everything together to prevent water from entering the back door.
The club has decided to pursue a new match for the club to offer to members and the community. The series is called Rimfire Challenge. It is a face paced shooting discipline that features steel target arrays shot at varying distances with a rimfire pistol and rifle.  This is a vastly different match than what is currently offered at the club and looks to be a fun addition that is geared toward shooters of all skill levels and budgets as it can be shot with basically any magazine fed .22 LR pistol and rifle.
